Invitation and Regulations 
 
 

The Al Ain Chess Club and Mind Games, on behalf of the Asian Chess Federation 

(ACF), FIDE and UAE Chess Federation, has the honor to invite all Asian National Chess 

Federations to participate in the 2024 Asian Amateur Chess Championships, which will be 

held from 14th (arrival) to 23rd (departure) December 2024 in Al Ain, United Arab Emirates. 

 

 
 
 

1.2 The Asian Amateur Championships 2024 is open to all Asian amateur players, registered by their 

federaƟon, who should not have a FIDE raƟng above 2000 at the start of the tournament.  

1.3 If there are fewer than 10 players and 5 federaƟons in a group that group shall be merged 

with another. 

1.4 Players should not have a FIDE Ɵtle higher than FIDE Master (i.e., WIM, WGM, IM and GM). 

1.5 All parƟcipants must have a FIDE ID to parƟcipate in this tournament.

 Entry Free: The Entry Fee is 75 USD each player. AŌer the deadline of 14th Nov 2024, the 

surcharge of 50 USD shall be applicable for late entries. 

 RegistraƟon Fee: All players and accompanying persons must pay registration fee of 110 USD, 

and should be received by bank transfer before the deadline of 14th Nov 2024. The registraƟon 

fee includes the cost for airport transfers, accreditaƟon cards, cerƟficates, etc. 

 The travelling costs of all parƟcipants must be paid by themselves or by their naƟonal

 The tournament shall be conducted as a Swiss System compeƟƟon of 9 rounds and will be 

played according to FIDE regulaƟons. 

 Time control: Each player will have 90 minutes with the addiƟon of 30 seconds per move 

starƟng from the first move. 

 The games shall be played with DGT clocks. Pairings will be made by the Swiss Manager 

Program. Players from the same federaƟon may be paired together in the last round. 

 The default Ɵme will be 30 minutes for each round. 

 Tie Break: The final ranking order of the players is determined by the number of points 

scored. If at the end of the tournament two or more players are Ɵed for ranking or any prize, 

Ɵes shall be broken as in accordance with the following: 

 Buchholz Cut 1 

 Buchholz. 

 Direct encounter. 

 Sonneborn Berger.

 The winner from each ConƟnental Amateur Championship raƟng secƟon is qualified with 

personal rights (as long as they don't reach or exceed 2300 raƟng by the registraƟon 

deadline) to the 2025 World Amateur and their places cannot be subsƟtuted. 

 Money prizes are not shared. In case of merged groups, prizes apply for the specific 

category.

 The Asian Chess FederaƟon President will nominate the Technical Delegate, Chief 

Arbiter, as well as the necessary assistant arbiters and other officials. 

 The Chairman of the Appeals CommiƩee shall be nominated by the Asian Chess 

FederaƟon President in consultaƟon with the organizing federaƟon. The CommiƩee 

shall be composed of three members and two reserves, all from different FederaƟons, 

chosen from among the representaƟves of naƟonal federaƟons present. 

 Protests must be submiƩed in wriƟng to the Chairman of the Appeals CommiƩee 

within fiŌeen minutes aŌer compleƟon of the relevant playing session. A protest shall be 

submiƩed with an accompanying fee of $100. If the protest is upheld, the protest fee 

will be returned otherwise it shall be forfeited to the organizing commiƩee. 

 The decision of the Appeals CommiƩee is final, binding and takes effect immediately. 

 No protests in Rapid and Blitz. The Chief Arbiter’s decision is final. 

 

 
 

 Some of naƟonaliƟes need to obtain a visa on arrival while others need to apply for a 

visa in advance. Find out if you need a visa to enter the UAE.

 All players and accompanying person who are not on the above list and require a 

visa to enter the UAE, are required to send a colour copy of their passport and a 

photo to the organizer's email. 

 Visa Fee: $100 for each player and accompanying person. Those who need to obtain a 

permit to enter the UAE from the organizing commiƩee must pay the visa fee, no later 

than 14th November Oct 2024.
