The tournament will be played in 8 rounds, Swiss system, Swiss-Manager will be used for pairings.

The playing time will be 90 minutes for 40 moves plus 30 minutes for the rest of the game with an increment
of 30 seconds per move, starting from move one.

Digital chess clocks will be used.

Live broadcast of the first 8 boards at www.chess.sk.

The tournament will be played according to the FIDE laws of chess.

Default time is 30 minutes after the start of each round.

In the playing area is forbidden eating, smoking and the consumption of alcohol and other narcotic psychotropic
substances. Smoking is permitted only in the section of the venue designated by the hotel, where the tournament
takes place.

The players are allowed to have electronic devices, which are switched off, in the playing area according to
11.3.2.1 FIDE laws of chess.

Players, arbiters and everyone in the playing area have to follow the dress code SMART CASUAL, while the
clothing must not promote violence or any other kind of publicly disproportionate behavior.

The chief arbiter can impose a fine in amount of 30 € for every kind of interference of the third-party in the
game.

At the beginning of the competition, the tournament director will nominate an Appeals committee according
to Competition rules of Slovak chess federation. The player can lodge the appeal in accordance with
Competition rules of Slovak chess federation. The protest must be accompanied with the sum of 20 €; otherwise,
the committee will not take review the protest. The decisions of the Appeals Committee are final.

Criteria determining the final ranking (Tie-breaks): 1. Score; 2. Buchholz; 3. The greatest number of wins;
4. Mutual game; 5. The greater average of ratings of the opponents.

A player can bypass a round scoring 2 point, if the player informs the chief arbiter about his demand before
pairings for that round is made. This opportunity does not apply to the last 2 rounds.

The tournament director is obliged to take all necessary measures for the smooth running of the tournament.
